H ow many of you have heard of the province of 
Maniema? Many years ago when I was a 
teenager, I read a book about the travels of 

Henry Morton Stanley in Africa. He met a tribe called 
the “Manyuema” in the middle of Central Africa, along 
a large river called the Lualaba. He made some 
boats and followed the river’s flow northward, finally 
swinging around to the west and then to the south-
west. Stanley suddenly realized that this mighty river 
was the legendary Congo River that had been unex-
plored until then. That river lies in today’s nation of 
the Democratic Republic of the Congo, and the prov-
ince where Stanley discovered the giant river is 
called Maniema. Its capital city is Kindu. 
 
     As I was looking at a wall map of Africa a couple 
of years ago, my eyes were drawn to Kindu in the 
heart of Maniema, and I felt the Lord leading me to 
plant a School of Ministry in Kindu in 2011. Last year 
during my stay in Francistown, Botswana, I met a 
Congolese medical doctor who was an elder in the 
Francistown church where I ministered. Dr. Steve 
Shabani told me that his hometown was Kindu in the 
Democratic Republic of Congo. This year I contacted 
Dr. Steve and asked him if he would like to go with 
me to plant a School of Ministry in Kindu. He readily 
agreed to go in October. Steve speaks French very 
well, and also speaks the local dialect of Kindu. It 
was another divine connection! Steve’s picture is 
shown in the next column. 
 
     Next week I (Jack) will fly to Kinshasa, the capital 
of the DR Congo to meet Dr. Steve. Our pastoral 
contact in Kinshasa wants me to give a couple of 
seminars from the 19th to the 23rd. One of these will 
be on the Book of Revelation. Then Steve and I will 
fly to Kindu in Maniema to plant the School of Minis-
try. Steve’s contacts there will be of immense value 
in setting up this school. We are tentatively planning

to also open a School of Ministry in the city of Kin-
shasa, if time permits. On page 2 is a map of the DR 
Congo. The city of Kinshasa is clearly marked with a 
star, and the town of Kindu is marked with a red dot. 
The DR Congo’s flag is above this column.

Incidentally, the 
flag of Kenya is on the left above column 1.
